Wybung Head is found at the end of Wybung Head Rd. This walk
leads from the car park along a wide trail to the grand views up and
down the coast from the end of the headland. A narrow track finishes
the walk to the tip of Wybung Head, where there are 270-degree
views of the ocean, up and down the coast. There are many large and
crumbly cliffs here, please take care. A great spot for whale watching
or just enjoying the turbulent ocean views. Let us begin by
acknowledging the Darkinjung & Guringai people, Traditional
Custodians of the land on which we travel today, and pay our
respects to their Elders past and present.
