Winifred Falls is one of the best waterfalls in Royal National Park. This
walk not only goes to the magnificent falls but has the optional side
trip down to the beautiful South West Arm Pools. Anice Falls are not
as great as Winifred but worth the visit. The walk then continues
through the heath to Maianbar Rd. Let us begin by acknowledging the
Dharawal people, Traditional Custodians of the land on which we
travel today, and pay our respects to their Elders past and present.
