Moderate track

Starting from Manja Shelter Car Park, Glenisla, this return walk takes you to Manja Shelter and
back. The Shelter hosts fantastic Aboriginal Hand stencils in the area, along with animal tracks
and stick figures. Additionally, the rock formations you can observe as you pass through
stringybark forest are a little feast for your eyes. There are limited facilities at the car park, and
the rocky sections can be a little challenging when it is warmer, so you might want to bring spare
water with you. Let us begin by acknowledging the Traditional Custodians of the land on which we
travel today, and pay our respects to their Elders past and present.

e Turn left and drive for another 35 m
