Starting from the car park at the end of Tinbeerwah Road, Noosa, this walk takes you to the
summit of Mount Tinbeerwah and back via a singular paved track, visiting two lookouts along the
way. You'll be blown away by the exceptional 360 degree views you're about to see. Noosa and
the Northern Sunshine Coast hinterland are clearly visible along with Lake Macdonald and
Cooroibah. The truly panoramic views are only a short hike away, and the effort/reward ratio is off
the charts on this one. Visit the lookout at both sunrise and sunset to get all kinds of picturesque
views. Enjoy a good coffee as you take in the ecstatic scenery. Let us begin by acknowledging the
Traditional Custodians of the land on which we travel today, and pay our respects to their Elders
past and present.

e Turn sharp right onto Diamond Street, 6 and drive for another 7.7 km

e Turn left onto Tinbeerwah Road and drive for another 3.2 km
