Starting from the car park on Styx Road, this walk takes you on a stroll in Styx Conservation Area.
The walk offers views of the river for the visitors and a chance to stroll through the eucalyptus
woodland. The air is pure, and the greenery in the area is just relaxing. Isolate yourself from the
world easily as you traverse between the trees. The path is flat, and there are only small
obstacles.

Getting to the start: From Lyell Highway, A10, New Norfolk.

Turn on to Montagu Crescent, A10 then drive for 1.1 km

At roundabout, take exit 2 onto Montagu Street, B62 and drive for another 18.4 km
Turn left onto Gordon River Road, B61 and drive for another 11.1 km

Turn left onto Gordon River Road, B61 and drive for another 22.5 km

Turn right onto Florentine Road and drive for another 260 m

Turn sharp right onto Styx Road and drive for another 660 m

Keep right onto Styx Road and drive for another 1.6 km

Keep left onto Styx Road and drive for another 12.3 km

» Tell someone you trust where you are going and what to do if you are late returning

* Have adequate equipment, supplies, skills & knowledge to undertake this journey safely
» Consider weather forecasts, park/track closures & fire dangers

* Can respond to emergencies & call for help at any point
