Easy track

Starting from the car park at the end of Pacific Boulevard, Buddina, this return walk takes you to
the westernmost point of Point Cartwright, exploring the reserve of the same name along the way.
You'll be provided with panoramic coastal views all the way through, with a chance to spot whales
between July and November. There are picnic tables and toilets around. Dogs are allowed on a
leash, but there is also a designated off-leash area. Let us begin by acknowledging the Traditional
Custodians of the land on which we travel today, and pay our respects to their Elders past and

present.

After another 20 m pass the picnic table (on
@ your right).

After another 260 m turn right.

Continue another 90 m to find the
end. Then turn around here and retrace
the main route for 690 m to get back to
the start.
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
